What are you going to do with your life?
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	SPREADSHEET – 100 points based on percentage

	Include a total of 2 spreadsheets related to monies.  

1. Design a spreadsheet based on the compound interest of a school loan.

· Make a statistic plot for the data

· Calculate the amount of money spent on just the interest of the loan. 

· Create a table for the data including columns for loan amounts, years, interest rate, Total balance, & loan payment amount for a 30 year payment plan.

2. Design a spreadsheet based on budgeting money. 

· Include a graph or chart.

· Data should include monies for house payments, house insurance, hygiene items (toilet paper, soap, shampoo, laundry soap, etc…), car payment, gas, car insurance, food, health insurance, clothes, household items/appliances (clothes washer, couch, TV, etc…), school loan,  entertainment (movies/restaurants/etc..), and other expenses to sustain you lifestyle.

· Calculations should be based on post graduation income (the first year out of college). 

· Include a monthly budget and a yearly budget.

· The budget needs to be based on the average starting salary for your chosen profession.
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	SOCIAL STUDIES—100 points based on percentage

	Include information about how careers have evolved with the evolution of or economy.

1. List and describe three careers from different time periods in U.S. history that would have been predominant (or time period) careers for that era.

· Relate the career to the economy of the time period.

 i.e. the industrial revolution

· Describe the transition or paradigm shift from the careers of one time period to another.

· Explain how unions have transformed careers in the United States.

· Explain how laws have transformed careers and job employment in the United States. (i.e. minimum wage, child labor laws, etc…)

· Describe the careers in detail.

2. What are the predominant careers of Kankakee.

· Detail the companies and careers that drive the city of  Kankakee and Kankakee County economies.

· Document how have the careers evolved over time in this region. 

* Note how National and International trends in manufacturing and industry have effected business and careers.  (i.e.  the movement of non-skilled labor jobs to other countries for lower employee wages)

· Specifically explain the breakthrough.

· Explain how the breakthroughs have changed (or will change) careers and businesses.

· How have these breakthroughs changed society. (for the better or the worse)

2. Explain how science has effected your chosen career for this project.
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	CAREER—100 points based on percentage

	Explain everything about your chosen career field and the education involved to receive a degree in that field.

1. Describe everything about your chosen career field.
· Type a personal resume

· Give an overview of your chosen career.
· Explain how you are suited for your chosen career.
· Describe the duties and responsibilities for your career

· Identify the starting average salary and average salary for your chosen profession and explain any benefits.

· Identify the type of a degree you need to get a job in your career field.

· Identify what companies hire for your career and in what regions of the nation you might be employed.

2. What type of an education do you need for your profession or career.

· Identify and describe the top schools for your chosen degree/career and select one of them.

· Identify and explain the entrance requirements for your chosen school (ACT/SAT scores, GPA, Class Rank, etc…)

· Identify and explain the estimated cost for attending that school (tuition, fees, room & board, etc.. and how you can pay for thee expenses.
· Identify and list the classes you must take to graduate.

· Identify the pre-requisite coursework for your final degree.
· Explain how many years it will take to earn your degree.
