	Include 2 different spreadsheets using real scientific data.  

1. Design two spreadsheets that demonstrates yearly data for some concept related to global warming. (i.e. global temperature, rain fall, number of floods etc..)  Make sure to cite the sources for your data on the spreadsheet in proper MLA format.
· Make a statistic plot for the data
· Create a best fit (trend line) for the data and project the results for 100 years from this year using an equation imbedded in the spreadsheet.

2. Identify the warning signs of global warming.  (Minimum of 10)

3. Research and explain what the experts say and predict.

· Include specific names and reports with a proper MLA citation.
